Integrating
classroom-based theoretical instruction with experiential learning through fieldwork,
hands-on training, and research projects, the program equips students with the
competencies necessary for the effective conservation and management of wildlife
populations and their habitats. Designed to prepare graduates for impactful careers in
wildlife management, biodiversity conservation, and sustainable development, the
course fosters a deep understanding of ecological dynamics, policy frameworks, and
practical conservation strategies. Students benefit from direct exposure to diverse
ecosystems through access to national parks, wildlife sanctuaries, and other protected
areas, enabling them to apply classroom knowledge in real-world contexts. Graduates
are well-positioned to pursue a broad range of professional opportunities across
government agencies, conservation NGOs, research institutions, environmental
consultancy firms, and the wildlife ecotourism sector.
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The M.Sc. Wildlife Management program offers a rigorous and diverse
curriculum, emphasizing the practical application of scientific principles to real-world
conservation challenges. Students will master essential field techniques in courses like
Wildlife Monitoring and Population Estimation Techniques, learning to conduct line
transect surveys, camera trapping, and mark-recapture studies vital for assessing and
managing wildlife populations. The program integrates cutting-edge technology
through Geoinformatics in Wildlife Management, where students utilize GIS, remote
sensing, and GPS for habitat mapping, tracking animal movements, and analyzing
spatial data. Specialized courses such as Mammalogy, Ornithology, and Herpetology
provide in-depth knowledge of specific taxa, coupled with practical field identification
and survey skills. Furthermore, modules like Conservation Breeding and
Reintroduction of Wildlife equip students with the knowledge for intensive
management of threatened species, including capture, captive management, and
release protocols. Modern analytical skills are honed through Ecological Modelling and
Machine Learning in Wildlife Management, enabling students to predict species
distributions, analyze complex ecological data, and develop innovative conservation
strategies. These core practical competencies are supported by foundational
knowledge in ecology, conservation biology, and essential research and policy skills,
preparing graduates for impactful careers in wildlife management and conservation.
